Now, the work continues as he accepts the challenge of the 
next levels of words for the Scripps Regional Spelling Bee in March. Each of our six finalists will receive 
an award of $100 for taking the time, challenge, courage, effort, hard work and determination to compete. 
We were so proud of our student audience. They were great supporters as they cheered for each of the six 
contestants and visibly felt for each of our students as, little by little, we advanced to a winner!
