March 16, 2011 (TAMPA, Fla.) – Last month, Rob Rowan, executive director and founder of Global 
Action Coalition, and Hemu Adhikari, treasurer, visited IDS. At a Monday morning meeting, they shared 
the mission of their organization with the IDS community – to promote world peace through action. In 
particular, they spoke about the work they are currently doing in Nepal to enable children in poor and 
remote villages of that country to attend school and, thereby, have a more promising future.  

Rob’s talk inspired IDS students and teachers to want to connect with students half a world away – and to 
offer assistance. 

Last Sunday, Rob left Tampa on a humanitarian trip to remote villages in Nepal to set up school lunch 
programs. Thanks to IDS, he was armed with a suitcase of school and art supplies, beautiful artwork 
created by IDS students to share with the students in Nepal – and $700, which he will use to set up a new 
lunch program in the Bharse Valley in Gulmi province.
